The studies of the subject of issues in criminology are designed to deepen the doctoral students' 

knowledge of modern criminological problems, the latest trends in criminal behavior, its control 

and imposition of penalties, the results of comparative criminological research, and modern 

strategies for the prevention of criminal behavior. 

Topics analyzed: diversity of criminological concepts, their methodological and social aspects 

(classical school of criminology, its metaphysical and political origins; positivist school of 

criminology, its biological, psychological and social aspects; diversity of critical (radical) 

criminological traditions; feminist criminology, rational choice theory, etc.), the essence of 

criminological etiology, criminogenic factors; fear, safety and moral panic, modern strategies 

for the prevention of criminal behavior, preconditions and opportunities for resocialization of 

convicts. 

After completing the study, the doctoral student must be able to apply modern criminological 

concepts in his / her research, to analyze modern problems of criminal behavior and its control 

through the chosen criminological discourse. 
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
