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Subject annotation  

The study subject of Constitutional (judicial) review is intended to broaden the PhD students' 

knowledge on jurisprudence (doctrine) of the Lithuanian Constitutional Court as part of 

Constitutional law, which is crucial for writing PhD thesis in the field of Constitution (public) law 

and theory (philosophy) of law. 

This study subject includes those topic as follows: History of constitutionalism (including tradition 

of judicial review in common law and European countries); Concept of a jurisprudential 

constitution; Methodology for the interpretation of the Constitution; Competence and procedure 

of the Constitutional Court of Lithuania; Dissenting and concurring judicial opinions; case-law of 

the Constitutional Court of Lithuania. 

Upon completion of this course, PhD students will obtain the knowledge of judicial 

(constitutional) review necessary for scientific publications on constitutional (public) law, will be 

able to independently identify problematic issues of constitutional methods of interpretation of the 

Constitution applied by constitutional courts, critically assess the positions presented by other 

scientists and formulate a reasoned position on these issues, as well as apply the acquired 

knowledge and skills in practice, academic activities and prepare scientific opinions on  

constitutional issues. 
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
