Problems of Social Insurance Law is a subject intended for the analysis and assessment of the 

problems of legal regulation of social insurance relations arising from the need to regulate the 

issues of negative consequences of social risks faced by individuals in modern society.  

 Topics analyzed: the place of social insurance in the Lithuanian social security system, the 

relations with other forms of social security; formation and competence of the bodies of social 

insurance system; preparation and execution of social insurance budget; directions of 

development of social insurance system. Problems of specific social insurance institutes: health 

insurance, social insurance schemes for old age, incapacity for work, widow’s and orphans’ 

pensions, sickness, unemployment, maternity, paternity, childcare, accidents at work and 

occupational diseases; peculiarities of international and European Union legal regulation, it’s 

influence on the national social insurance system; the influence of demographic and economical 

development tendencies on the functioning and changes of social insurance system.  

After completing the subject, the PhD student must be able to analyze the chosen problem of 

social insurance law in the broader context of theoretical problems of law, must be able to apply 

various methods of legal research to evaluate and solve theoretical and practical problems of 

social insurance law.  
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
